Applications:

In 2023/24 to date, we have received 9 applications to the fund. <5 of these applications were awarded, <5 were withdrawn by the tutor, <5 were rejected.

The University Hardship Fund doesn’t know whether an applicant is state or privately educated. It makes awards on the basis of individual need, and treats each application fairly.”

· Ineligible as the student did not meet the criteria for the realise fund; (i.e. was not: care leaver, estranged, young carer, roma, gypsy, showman, boater or traveller or refugee or asylum seeker). 
The reasons for successful applications were:
· On intermission for medical reasons and is an estranged student. 
· Intermitting while waiting for an exam re-sit and being a young carer
· On a second intermission for medical reasons and estranged.
